$2500 Subvention for the press publishing the manuscript.  
 
ELIGIBILITY 
 
•  Junior scholars who have received the PhD within the 

last eight years (2010 and after) are eligible.  
•  Must be the first book by the author.  
•  Unrevised dissertations are not accepted.  
•  There is no designated press for publication.  
•  Applicants need not have held any AIIS fellowship nor 

studied in an AIIS language program. 
•  Manuscripts published before the annual submission 

deadline are not eligible.  
•  Manuscripts under review or under contract with a 

press are eligible.
